Continuing at the Benjamin Waller graveyard,Hugh
Mercer Waller was born on December3, 1829 in
Williamsburg He was the son of Dr. Robert Page
Waller and his secondwife, Julia Weedon Mercer,
sister of Dr. John Cyrus Mercer Hugh pursued
undergraduatestudiesat the College of William and
Mary from 1844 to 1848 and studied law there in
18491850

He enlisted in Company C (Williamsburg Junior
Guard), 32nd Virginia Infantry, on April 28, 1861

During that summer,he was paid for fodderand straw
that he providedfor beefcattle held to feedthe troops

He servedas a 2nd lieutenantthrough the Peninsula
Campaign In the summer of 1862 he was
commissioned as a major and assigned to the

QuartermastebDepartmentBy Novemberl863 hewas
stationedin Danville, Virginia, and continuedto serve
thereuntil April 1865

After the war, Hugh Waller returnedto farming several
large tractsof land in York Countythat his fatherhad
givenhim. In hisf a t hwdlrin61872 he inheriteda
grist mill and pond, Wa | | #il, 6and the pond
becamdhe nucleusfor the presendayreservoirfor the
City of Williamsburg Waller servedon the city council
andwas activein the DemocraticParty Hugh Mercer
Waller died of paralysisat his home,B e a |Qaaiter,
in York Countyon May 31, 1896 He wasburiedin the
BenjaminWaller graveyard

ThomasJeffersonStubbs,son of JeffersonW. Stubbs
and his wife, Ann Walker CarterBaytop wasbornin
GloucesterCounty, Virginia on Septemberl4, 1841
He attendedCapahosicAcademyin Gloucesterand
receivedhis BA degreefrom the College of William
and Mary in 186Q He was pursuing graduatework
therewhenthe war broke out in 1861 He enlistedin
Gloucesteron May 8th in CompanyA, 34th Virginia
Infantry. He waspromotedto a sergeanmajoron April
1, 1863 andwas presenton all rostersthroughoutthe

war. He was capturedat Ha t ¢ HRenrod March 31,
1865 andsentto PointLookout He wasreleasedrom
thereonJunel?, 1865

ThomasStubbsattendedthe University of Virginia in
18651866 taughtschoolin Arkansasin 18661867,
was masterof the Grammarand Matty School of the
College of William and Mary in 18681869 and
receivedhis MA degreefrom the collegein 1869

In Decemberl869 ThomasJeffersonStubbsmarried
Mary Mercer Cosnahan Mary was the daughterof
JosephBartholomew Cosnahanand his wife Louisa
Mercer Waller, shebeingthe daughterof RobertPage
Waller and his wife, JuliaWeedonWaller, just to bring
this family snarl full circle. They movedto Augusta
Township, Woodruff County, Arkansaswhere Thomas
taught school for three years They then moved to
Batesville,Arkansaswherethey lived from 1872 until
1888 Thomaswas a professorof math and history at
the University of Arkansasthere,aswell asa county
commissioner of public schools for Independence
County, Arkansas He representedhe county in the
lower houseof representativefrom 1877%o 1879 and
he receivedan honoraryDoctor of Laws degreefrom
thecollegein 1879

The Stubbshad eight children, four of whom survived
to maturity In 1888 theyreturnedto Williamsburgand
Thomas Stubbs served as a math professorat the
Collegeof William andMary from 1888until his death
in 1915 andhe was known thereas one of the Seven
Wise Men. He wasan elderin the PresbyteriarChurch
and a memberof the Masonic Lodge In 190Q the
family wasliving on FrancisStreetand by 191Q they
had movedto Duke of GloucesterStreet He died on
Novemberl7, 1915 andwas buried in the Benjamin
Waller graveyard
