While researchingdhis article, it first seemedike there
were three Dix brothersliving in a householdin St
GeorgesParish,AccomackCounty, Virginia. The 1850
censudlisted JohnS. Dix, a merchant,his wife, Sally
Dix and children Henry, age6; John,age4; Sally E.,
age 13, and JamesH. age 6. Were Henry and James
twins? Same age, but the way they were listed
separatedseemedh bit odd By 186Q this family was
living in Williamsburg The fatherwasagainlisted asa
merchantwith his wife Sally andthe four childrenstill
listed in the samesequencasthe decadebefore The
only additionalpersonwasM. A. Scarburghawoman,
ageb4.

Henry S. Dix attendedthe College of William and
Mary from 1859to 1861, andJamesH. Dix wasthere
from 1860to 1861 JohnG. Dix wasnot yetold enough
for college HenryandJamesothenlistedin Company
C, 32nd Virginia Infantry, on May 15, 1861, in

Williamsburg Henrywaspresenion all rolls excepthe
was absent without leave during JanuaryFebruary
1862 He wassick in a Richmondhospitalin May and
June 1862 Again, he was sick in Halifax County,
Virginia, from Septembeuntil he wasdischargedhere
on October18, 1862 dueto diseaseof the spine At

thattime, he wasdescribedat 56100 dark complexion,
light hair, darkeyes,andoccupatiorstudent

After his health improved, on June 10, 1863 Henry
Dix enlistedasa privatein CompanyA, MathewsLight
Artillery in Henrico County His healthwasstill quite
delicate and he requestedo be detailedto assistLt.
JamesD. Clay, the enrolling officer charged with
enrolling conscriptsand arrestingdesertersn Halifax
County Henry went by train from Henricoto Halifax
on July 20th. How long he remainedin Halifax is
unclear,but on Februaryl0, 1865 he was on duty at
GeneralHospital #9 in Richmond Henry S. Dix was
paroledat AppomattoxCourtHouseon April 9, 1865

He was presenton all rolls
through August 31, 1861 Private Dix died at six
0 0 c | io th& morning of September9, 1861, in
Williamsburg He was a victim of typhoid fever and
wasthe first of the Williamsburg Junior Guardsto die.
He was buriedin the Bruton Parishchurchyard,and a
metallic coffin was furnishedfor him by Richard M.
Bucktrout This was paid for by Judge George P.
ScarburghJamed i guardian
